Occasionally (very r arely) we have incidents where
people are upset by conduct from others or the cons equences of management
practices in our school.

Let me be the first to assure our community that it is the school’s intention to take
seriously any concerns parents, staff , students an d commnity members have. Our
school is a remarkably harmonious place, and this g oodwill takes us a long way in
helping students learn. So when we have issues, the process is to

1. Approach classroom teachers in the first instanc e

2. See the Principal if matters are not being resol  ved satisfactorily.
Making a time for a chat with them is the best way  to do this. Catching them just before
the bell is not a good time for important issues to be resolved, so even if you think it is
only small, if it is upsetting you then please make an appointment.

If the issue is serious, please put it in writing i f you can so you can help clarify the
issue. School Principals must investigate complaint s according to the principles of
natural justice, and we endeavour to reach a satisf  actory resolution to the issue within
the time and resources at our disposal.
